IIpumepsl TEKCTOB:

Many people can’t imagine their life without pets. I'm one of them. I think that pets create a special atmosphere at home.

As for me, I love all kinds of domestic animals: cats, dogs, hamsters, turtles, rabbits, parrots, etc. If I could choose, I'd keep all of these animals
in our flat, but my mum and dad are against it. They allow me to keep only one cat and two hamsters. The cat’s name is Barsik and the hamsters’
names are Nicky and Rich. Nicky is a girl and Rich is a boy. They are very cute. Barsik doesn’t seem to like them much, so | try to keep them in
separate rooms.

I know that English people like pets too. Most of them live in detached houses far from the noise of the cities. That’s why they can afford having
two, three and more pets. | have a pen friend from Chesterfield. Her name is Ann. In a recent letter to me she wrote that they have six pets: two dogs,
three cats and a rabbit. I think she is one lucky girl!

When I ask my mum to buy a dog, she says that she doesn’t want to turn our flat into the zoo. From one hand, I understand her. All pets need
proper care, lots of effort and attention. For example, last time when my cat got sick, we spent a whole week at the veterinary clinic. As for dogs, they
also need lots of medicine and injections. | will need to walk it at least twice a day. | will need to be careful of ticks in the grass.

It means that keeping a pet is a very responsible hobby. That’s why my parents don’t want many of them in the flat. Oh well, they promised to
get a small aquarium with fishes for me next week.

A lot of people in Russia have pets at home. The most popular pets are cats, dogs, fish, parrots, rabbits and hamsters. But some people keep
spiders, mice, crocodiles and snakes as pets.




Pets are especially good for lonely people and children. They bring you joy. Animals are our best friends. Some pets, for example cats and fish,
help you to relax. Dogs can be useful for hunting, guarding a person or a house, they can even be a part of transport in the North. Exotic kinds of
animals help people themselves.

We are responsible for those whom we have tamed (mpupyuwnin). Keeping a pet is not easy, because it becomes a member of your family and
you must care about it. When you take a pet you must learn about its illnesses, feed and wash it, take it for a walk and play with it.

Animals are our best friends and they make us better.

I think that it is very important to have a pet at home. And it absolutely does not matter, what kind of animal it is. It can be: a cat, a dog, a
hamster, a parrot or even a gold fish. Cats and dogs are the most popular pets in many countries. People who live in flats prefer to keep cats, because
there is no need to walk them every day. Cats are very compact animals, they like to lie on people’s laps and even in beds. | love cats because they are
warm and fluffy. Cats let us stroke them and often purr with pleasure. For me cats are the most incredible and mystic animals. Dogs are a man's best
friends and that is the fact. Dogs are extremely clever and understand everything you tell them. Though keeping a dog in a flat is a bit of a problem,
because you need to walk it two or three times a day. And this takes some time. Another problem is that our flats are relatively small even for not big
dogs. And do not forget that dogs have a specific smell. But these are no real problems when you really love dogs. Dogs are wonderful animals. | am
absolutely sure that cats and dogs have human souls.

In eastern countries cats and dogs are exotic pets. People there mostly keep birds. These birds are usually smaller than parrots. People live in
tiny flats and houses and there is simply not enough room to place a big cage. As for me, | love big birds and parrots. Another reason for keeping birds
is that cities in eastern countries are overpopulated, so there are not enough parks and squares. And do not forget, that Asian people can use cats and
dogs as food!

Personally I do not understand when people keep small fishes. What is the point in all this? Fish do not speak. You cannot touch it. Well there
are big beautiful fishes that are at least pleasant to look at. Keeping fish is a very difficult and money demanding process. Without paying all the
necessary attention to your fish they can soon die. People usually keep hamsters, rabbits, rats and mice to teach their children to communicate with
animals. Besides, these animals are rather easy to look after. These animals are funny, but all they do is eating and multiplying.

It is very interesting when somebody has exotic pets, such as spiders, cockroaches, snakes and frogs. But one has got to be a real professional.
Otherwise the animals will die or do harm to somebody. | would choose to keep frogs. | think them really nice. And some frogs have beautiful voices.
So, you can choose any pet. But you just must love it! I cannot understand how people can live without pets.

So, when the opportunity arose to travel to India, | made
it my mission to seek out and visit as many shelters as | could.

During my stay in Varanasi, often called the spiritual capital of India, I met an incredible woman named Abha. She
independently runs AASHRAY, a shelter for sick and injured animals. Abha and her small team of volunteers respond to calls about
injured animals, mainly stray dogs. It was through my interactions with the AASHRAY team that | met Goldie, a small, shy dog who
was missing half of her front right leg. She had been hit by a car and was left bleeding and disfigured. My heart broke as | watched her
tremor alone in the corner of a room.

Unfortunately, Goldie is not alone - at this very moment, India has the highest number of stray dogs in the world — somewhere
around 30 million. This number is rapidly increasing, according to the BBC, and as the stray dog population grows, so do the
problems associated with it — dog bites, rabies (around 20,000 human deaths per year) and noise pollution, to name a few.

For many people in India, these unavoidable issues can make poor dogs go from being man's best friend to his worst enemy. While
traveling across the country, | was warned by many locals to stay far away from street dogs because they were "evil™ or "vermin," but
in most cases these dogs simply wanted food, water and to be comforted.
